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The 42" G7 leaders’ summit (Ise-Shima Summit) will be held May 26-27, 2016, in Mie
Pref., following a number of other Ministerial meetings throughout Japan. The
attendees will include the leaders of the seven G7 member states, as well as
representatives of the European Union. It will not include Russia, which was suspended
from this important gathering following its annexation of Crimea. As a gathering of
major developed nation democracies, the G7 offers an important forum for discussion
of the central economic and security challenges facing the world. However, it does not
include the emerging economies, despite the fact that many see economic power and
political influence shifting towards these countries — a phenomenon that has been
referred to as the “rise of the rest.” This lecture will focus on the challenging agenda of
issues facing the G7, in this era of diffused power, where no single organization can
make and enforce decisions. It will assess the prospects for building consensus, within
the G7, on policies to address fundamental challenges facing the world.
